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Dear Parishioners,

The bond of Matrimony is permanent,
faithful, and open to human life.

Those validly married couples who are living
apart (and who are divorced legally) remain
married. There can be no second marriage for a validly
married person while the first spouse is still living. The
fidelity of marriage, imitating the faithful love of God for his
people, excludes polygamy and adultery. The openness to
life, which also imitates God's eternally fruitful love,
excludes any form of contraception, and Natural Family
Planning is not contraception.
