If you are
not registered in the parish it is not possible for the pastor to sign
these forms.

Marriage- For marriage preparation and marriage a letter may
be needed from your pastor to allow you to get married in another
parish or church.
Funerals- when burying a loved one in a catholic cemetery
without a funeral mass it is necessary to get priest lines.
Unfortunately the pastor needs to know if a parishioner was a
registered member before he can officially sign the documents.
Mailings - You will receive all parish mailings with regards to
special events and announcements.
Contributions - registered parishioners receive weekly
envelopes to assist with the day to day operations of the parish.

Communion state that the person must be an exemplary
Catholic, may be either male or female, at least 18 years of
age (with the exception of juniors and seniors in a Catholic
high school trained and mandated to serve only at school
Masses). Ministers must have received all Sacraments of
Initiation (Baptism, Confirmation and Holy Eucharist and
Penance) and if married, they must have had a valid
marriage in the Roman Catholic Church.
